The Scandinavian specialist training in movement disorders 2027 – 2030

Training Objectives
ScandMODIS hereby announce a new course for Scandinavian specialists’ training in movement disorders from 2027-30. The announcement is aimed at newly educated consultants in neurology, who want to sub-specialize in movement disorders and who are recommended for this education by the department where they are employed. 
The program extends over 3,5 years with a total of 7 courses of 2-3 days duration at neurological departments in Sweden, Norway, Denmark and Finland. The courses will be based on patient demonstrations, but also the practical organization of the examination, and treatment of patients with different movement disorders will be covered. Course participants are expected to be able to perform specialist functions at highly specialized departments for movement disorders after completing the course, or to be responsible for the sub-specialty in the non-specialized department. ScandMODIS are proud to present a new course from January 2027, and are calling for new participants.

Criteria for participation 
The course series is aimed at younger consultants in neurology with documented interest in movement disorders. The course series is set up in the Scandinavian countries with application to the national societies for movement disorders. When applying, there must also be a recommendation and acceptance from the department, where you are employed.
